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GENERAL INFORMATION  
 

 

All classes in this show will be governed by the current ECF Rules and amendments and the current AHA Handbook and 
amendments.  Therefore, it meets all requirements for eligibility of National and Regional Championship classes and Achievement 
Awards points.  In the case of any discrepancy, AHA rules will prevail and if not covered then the ECF rules will apply.  The Show 
Committee reserves the right to decide on any rule not covered by ECF and/or AHA   All decisions made by the Show Committee 
are final. 

 

Any horse entered in any class at a competition is subject to the requirement to pay drug testing fees and may, while on the 
competition grounds be selected for equine medication control testing. 
 

Grooms entering the ring are to appear neat, clean and suitably attired in the opinion of the Show Committee (i.e. unmarked smock). 
 

No person other than the officials, steward, attendants on duty, and the Judge of the class may enter the show ring without the 
permission of the Judge. 

 

Exhibitors are responsible for reporting all entries to the Gate Attendant ten minutes before each respective class is called for 
showing and must enter the ring promptly when called.  Those not ready when called will not  be allowed to enter the ring to 
compete.  No fees will be refunded. 

 

Horses shall not be punished unnecessarily or severely anywhere on the Show Grounds.  Rules regarding cruelty and abuse are 
covered by the ECF Rule Book and will be enforced. 

 

Any Exhibitor using a wrong back number or having no number may be excused or disqualified from the class at the discretion of 
the Judge of the class.  No fees will be refunded.  
 

Competition numbers must be worn and visible at all times in the schooling and exercise rings Ð PLEASE COMPLY WITH

Upon any act of discourtesy or disobedience to the officials on the part of the owner, groom, rider, driver, or handler, the owner may 
forfeit his entry fee and such action will be reported to ECF.

All horses artificially, improperly or unfairly prepared or tampered with before coming into the Show Arena will be disqualified.  If 
it is ascertained that an exhibitor  has made or caused to be made a false statement in regard to any animal or article exhibited or if 
any exhibitor  shall attempt to interfere with the Judge in the performance of his/her duties,  that exhibitor shall be excluded  from 
competing or exhibiting.  In case of any animal being disqualified the winner of the next succeeding prize shall take the prize that 
has been awarded to such animal and lowest prize in the class shall go to the reserve number. 

 

The Show Steward shall have the full power to act for & on behalf of the Show Committee during the entire show. 
 

The Show Committee reserves the right to add to, amend, or decide any point not covered by the rules and to correct any error or 
make any necessary alterations in the prize list or show program.

4. Temporary membership can be purchased for ECF (Non-member fee) & A.H.A (Single Event Membership). These 
memberships would only be in effect for this show and do not carry forward to any other show nor with any yearly award 
points.  Affidavits for AHA are no longer allowed.  If you do not have a current membership card then you will be 
required to purchase a Single Event Membership for each show that you enter. Temporary memberships are NOT 
allowed at the Regional or National level.

1.Open to juniors who have not yet reached their 18th birthday prior to December 1st. 
2.Following the rail work, two or more individual tests from ECF  B3602 & G1110 shall be required. 
3.To receive a medal in this class three competitors with proper appointments must compete. see below 
4. Exhibitors in this division must wear protective headgear secured with a safety harness permanently affixed to the helmet. 

 

AHA HUNTER SEAT OVER FENCES MEDAL  
1. Open to juniors who have not yet reached their 18th birthday prior to December 1st. 
2. To be shown over a course of not less than six obstacles at 2Õ6Ó feet which must include an oxer and two changes of direction (changes of lead). Two or more tests of the top four  
    contestants are required from E.C.F. Article G1110 & B3602.  Only one rider per horse. 
3.To receive a medal in this class three competitors with proper appointments must compete. see below 
4. Exhibitors in this division must wear protective headgear secured with a safety harness permanently affixed to the helmet. 
 

AHA SADDLE SEAT MEDAL  
1.Open to juniors who have not yet reached their 18th birthday prior to December 1st. 
2.Following the rail work, two or more individual tests, from ECF B3604. 
3.To receive a medal in this class three competitors with proper appointments must compete. see below 
4. Protective headgear secured with a safety harness is recommended and may be worn without penalty. 
 

AHA REINING SEAT MEDAL  
1.Open to juniors who have not yet reached their 18th birthday prior to December 1st 
2.All contestants are required to perform both rail work & a Reining Pattern as outlined in the E.C.F B3606 (NRHA reining patterns) 
3.Dropping of bits is optional with the Judge, but if called for in the ring, assistance, if necessary, may be had from one of the ring  
   officials. Reins shall not be removed from the horseÕs neck while inspecting bits. 
4.To receive a medal in this class three competitors with proper appointments must compete.  see below 
5.In AHA Reining Seat Medal Class an off pattern rider is eliminated and not eligible to win a medal or a ribbon. 
6. Protective headgear secured with a safety harness is recommended and may be worn without penalty. 
 

AHA WESTERN HORSEMANSHIP MEDAL     
1.Open to juniors who have not yet reached their 18th birthday prior to December 1st .   
2.Following the rail work, two or more individual tests, from EC rulebook  B3701 
3.To receive a medal in this class three competitors with proper appointments must compete. see below 
4. Protective headgear secured with a safety harness is recommended and may be worn without penalty. 

 

 Article 1119.3 For ALL AHA Medal classes with less than three (3) competitors, AHA Medal points will be earned.  
 

 

Medal winners may ride in any Medal class throughout the year.    (AHA Article 1118.5b) 
Once an equitation class or section at any show has begun, no individual shall ride or school a horse entered in that class unless that 
individual is the person entered on and showing said horse. Any violation shall result in disqualification of horse and rider from that class.  
(refer to current AHA rulebook Ð Article 1118.3 
 

 

Western Seat Equitation - No Reining Pattern.  Tests may be called.   Protective headgear secured with a safety harness is 
recommended and may be worn without penalty. 
 

WESTERN HORSEMANSHIP will require a pattern even though there is a Medal class which will also run a pattern. 
 For all other class specifications refer to the current ECF Rules and the current AHA Handbook. 

 

Protective Headgear 
Article A905 states a) Junior competitors must wear proper fitting, approved protective headgear, with the safety harness correctly secured, at all times while 
mounted on competition or event grounds. 
Approved headgear meets the ASTM (American Society for testing Materials) standards and displays the SEI (Safety Equipment Institute) seal.  The British 
standard, BSI, is also acceptable. 
- Article A905 states Ð It is strongly recommended that all persons wear ASTM/SEI or BSI approved headgear at all times while mounted or driving cross country or 
marathon. 
Article A802 states Ð All entry forms at competitions that are subject to the new junior headgear rule must include the following acknowledgement and ensure that 
the entry form is signed by the parent/guardian.    
Directly from ECF Ð ÒIs approved headgear compulsory for ALL junior exhibitors?   
ÒAt present, if the junior is competing in a discipline or breed whose rules specify other headgear (e.g. western hats, derbies etc) those rules supersede the new rule.  
However, all breeds and disciplines do allow protective headgear with no penalty and we urge their members to put safety ahead of tradition and adopt the new rule.  
Therefore, no helmets are mandatory as yet in Saddle Seat or Western classes but they are recommended.   Approved headgear is mandatory in all over fences 
classes.   Hunt Seat on the flat must wear approved helmets complete with harness.Ó  Dressage classes also require approved headgear. 

 

RULES  REGARDING  PROTESTS 
A protest at a ECF recognized competition, other than those specific matters covered in division rules, must comply with the following: 
 

1.A protest is eligible only if made by the officiating Judge, an owner, lessee, trainer, competitor, or authorized agent in the Division in which the question arises. A 
protest must be made in writing and addressed to the Show Secretary of the competition at which the matter under consideration occurs, must be signed, and must be 
accompanied by a deposit of $100.00 in cash.  A copy of the protest must be sent to the ECF National Office and a participating Provincial Office. 
2.A protest must contain a specific statement of an alleged violation of a rule or of a condition of a class and must give the full name and, if possible, the address of 
the alleged violator.  The maker of the protest must be prepared to substantiate the protest or charge by personal testimony, sworn statements, witnesses or other 
relevant evidence. 
3.A protest must be filed within forty eight hours (48) of the completion of the class concerned.

Exhibitors, attendant and headers must meet the specifications for amateur status.  Horses are not to have been professionally trained 
for a period of one year immediately prior to the competition (riding and driving instruction for the owner to be excluded).  In 
addition, horses re NOT to be exhibited, prepared, groomed or schooled with the aid of or by a professional while on or off the 
competition grounds immediately before or during the competition.  Horses may be stabled with a professional and hauled by a 
professional.  Professional help for situations relevant to safety is permitted.  Owner must sign as owner, trainer and 
rider/driver/handler on the AHA entry blank.
